PATIENTS AS TEACHERS: LIVING WITH CHRONIC ILLNESS/DISABILITY.

This project is part of a University Course for first year medical students in the
N.Y./American Program, Sackler School of Medicine, Tel Aviv University.

The meetings will contribute significantly to their education as a humanistic physician of
the future.

The goal is for students to learn about the reality of living with a chronic illness and to
know the person behind the disease.

In this project, students have an opportunity to build an on-going relationship with you
and your family. During the course of the Project students will receive guidance and
supervision from their Small Group Leaders who are themselves physicians.

We believe that you are especially able to nurture the medical student and help her or him
develop into caring, patient-centered physician.

The medical student assigned to you, will contact you at end of October/beginning of
November, to set up the first meeting. To further cooperation, students will bring with
them their guidelines for the project when you meet.

Please do not hesitate to contact us at any time, if you have any questions, comments or
feedback. At the end of the course, we will be sending you form asking you to assess the
experience and your student. Your assessment will not form part of the student’s grade but
will provide us with valuable feedback.
